Dear Parents,
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Thank you for the privilege of having your child in our CUBBIES Awana Club.  Cubbies is for preschoolers during the two years prior to kindergarten, usually 3 & 4-year olds.  Cubbies is unique because it supports and maintains parents as the primary source of spiritual nurturing by directly involving them in the teaching and learning process.  Cubbies uses the fundamental Awana elements of games and activities, Bible memorization, handbooks, and awards.  Non-competitive games and activities and developmentally appropriate lessons combine basic Bible truths with popular preschool concepts of colors, shapes, numbers, and letters.

It is our prayer, as Cubbies staff that this program would be a great blessing to your family as you teach and help your child memorize God’s Word. 
ABOUT OUR HANDBOOKS:

All Cubbies begin each year with the BEAR HUGS Brochure.  

.
All Cubbies work on the same Celebrations Handbook for the year.   
There are 3 learning levels:

 A – One section per week 

 B – Under the Apple Tree section

 C – Character Builders Book sections

Each week your child should complete one "Bear Hug."  He/she may also complete "Under the Apple Tree" sections if so motivated.  If these sections are done and the child desires to continue, there is an extra-credit book that can be purchased.  This book is called "Character Builders."  It may be started at any time during the year.

Each Cubbie does the assigned Bear Hug in the Handbook each week.  Cubbies cannot go ahead in this book. 

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:

Our Cubbies need to be potty-trained, unless a parent stays with their Cubbie in Club.

Each class will have a snack sign-up sheet.  Each family will need to bring juice and snacks several times a year.  Please sign up at registration time.  You will be called and reminded.   We will provide cups and napkins

Your child will need an old adult or large shirt to use as a smock for messy projects.  Please label one and send it in.  We will send them home periodically for washing.

We also accept contributions of consumable materials such as scissors, crayons, glue sticks, etc.  Thank you!   
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IMPORTANT POINTS TO REMEMBER FOR MOM AND DAD:

· Your child and YOU are a team.  Your Cubbie cannot do the work unless you help him/her.

· You, as a parent, are responsible for “teaching” your child the verses.

· Please strive to have your child learn their verse in each "Bear Hug."  It is very important that your child brings his/her book to club each week.

· Motivated Cubbies may want to complete "Under the Apple Tree" sections in their handbooks.  These can be done each week along with "Bear Hugs."  Children choosing to do these will need to memorize references for all work done.

· Our standard for passing sections is that we give the child the first word to start him/her off, and then the verse should be completed with no more than two additional helps.  

· Four-year-old Cubbies will need to also memorize the reference.

SUGGESTIONS FOR PARENTS IN HELPING THEIR CUBBIE-AGE CHILD MEMORIZE SCRIPTURE:

1.  Find the right time.  It may not be the same time each day, but try to work with your child every day.  Make it a special time for you and your child.

2.  Be sure to read the "Parent Paws" in each "Bear Hug."  They are full of great information and ideas.

3.  When you teach the verse, use hand motions and put expression in your voice on certain key words.   

4.  Music can be another way to teach a verse.  Make up a tune or order the Cubbie music tapes from www.awana.org which have all the Cubbie verses put to music.

5.  Give your child lots of encouragement and praise.  Reinforce how learning verses pleases God.

6. Use real situations that occur with the child to 

recall a verse he/she is learning or has learned.

7. This is also an opportunity to teach your child 

that by doing this, they are obeying God.

You may bring your child to club between 6:20 and 6:30.  Please sign in with your team leaders.  Please be prompt in picking up your child. Club is over at 8:30.  Children often become upset when parents are late.  Please go into your child's classroom to pick him/her up.  You will need to make sure you take any projects/papers home with you.
