ENTRANCE BOOKLET:  All new students start with the Trek Check, which focuses on salvation.

TREK BIBLE STUDIES:  These studies are bound back-to-back in a magazine-style format.  Each magazine includes two 12-lesson studies (a year’s worth of lessons).   One lesson per week will be taught.  There will be some weeks where a lesson is not taught to allow for Review weeks.

Please help your student to faithfully work a little on the assigned lesson each day.  Listen to them practice reciting the verses. When your student is absent, please help them to not get behind in their Bible study.  

Review sections (Oasis) occur twice in each Bible Study.  A student must recite these sections in one sitting with no more than two helps.  
Extra-Credit is called “Take theTrek Challenge.“ In the first Bible Study, there is one in each lesson.  In the second Bible Study, they occur periodically throughout the study.

Day 2 (Friday):  Read through the lesson & begin written work.


Day 3 (Saturday): Look up the first Guidepost in the Bible, Read the verses around it, too.   Say it a few times out loud and start memorizing it!


Day 4 (Sunday): Do the same thing for the second Guidepost.  


Day 5 (Monday): Work on memorizing both Guideposts.   Complete written work.


Day 6 (Tuesday): Ask a parent to listen to you recite both Guideposts.  Then do Take the Trek Challenge (optional extra-credit).


Day 7 (Wednesday): Practice the Guideposts one more time before leaving for the Trek meeting
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
